WARNING

Power connection

® Use only the power source marked on the product.

® Do not overload power outlets and extension cords.

® Completely insert the AC adaptor/power plug into the
power outlet.

® Regularly remove any dust, etc. from the AC adaptor/
power plug by pulling it from the power outlet, then
wiping with a dry cloth.

Note for connections

® The AC adaptor must remain connected at all
times. (It is normal for the adaptor to feel warm
during use.)

® The AC adaptor should be connected to a
vertically oriented or floor-mounted AC outlet.
Do not connect the AC adaptor to a
ceiling-mounted AC outlet, as the weight of the
adaptor may cause it to become disconnected.

During a power failure

The base unit will work as a standard telephone
using power from the telephone line, so you can
make and answer outside calls with the corded
handset. However, this operation may not work
properly depending on area or telephone line’s
condition. The base unit speakerphone and the
cordless handset will not function during a power
failure.

Note for battery installation

® Use the supplied rechargeable batteries. For
replacement, we recommend using the
Panasonic rechargeable batteries noted on
page 4, 5.

® \Wipe the battery ends (@, ©) with a dry cloth.

This feature allows you to receive calls while you
are already talking on the phone. If you receive a
call while on the phone, you will hear a Call
Waiting tone.

If you subscribe to both Call Display and
Visual Call Waiting services, the 2nd caller's
information is displayed on the base unit or
handset that is in use after you hear the Call
Waiting tone.

2 To switch between calls, press [CALL WAIT].

Temporary tone dialing (for rotary/
pulse service users)

You can temporarily switch the dialing mode to
tone when you need to access touch-tone services
(for example, answering services, telephone
banking services, etc.).

Handset clarity booster

This feature can improve sound clarity when the

handset is used in an area where there may be

interference. During an outside call, this feature is

turned on automatically when necessary.

Handset equalizer

This feature clarifies the voice of the person you
are talking to, producing a more natural-sounding
voice that is easier to hear and understand.
